in the introduction I talked about the motive which prompted me to choose this
subject, and previous studies by it in connection with this subject, and then
reported the system which this research follows . I talked about the opinions of
scientists in alhadeeth as aproof . then I mentioned a  definition of the Imam
Malik bin Anas and his book, then i stated the definition of twabea in the
language and its definition according to scientists of grammar , and its
importance in building Arabic sentence. I divided the first chapter into four
sections, in the first section, there are patterns of NAAT with a derivation as in
mwataa. I mentioned in the second theme alnaat in a complete word as in
mwataa. Then I spoke in the third section for the violation patterns in dependency
epithet for Mnaot and dimensions Tag, then talked in the fourth section for
synthetic transformations for installation descriptive in Muwatta, then I
mentioned the role of the epithet in the syntax, and i said that it leads interest with
the say, and may not be of interest without it, as I talked about the phenomenon of
drag epithet on the neighbourhood. Then I spoke in the second quarter for verbal
emphasis and i1 divided it into three sections, I talked about in the first
grammatical patterns of verbal emphasis in Brief Muwatta. She spoke in the
second section for grammatical patterns of verbal assurance in construction
Muwatta. Then I spoke in the third section for grammatical patterns of emphasis
conscience verbally assertive in Muwatta. The third chapter was titled: an
assertion of moral grammatical patterns in Muwatta, said that in four sections: the
first section talked about the moral emphasis when grammarians and grammatical
patterns and self-assurance of conscience.
