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Summary of study

Aims of study :
- Research on varying disabilities to know the effects of each block on the
productive performance of parents .
- Knowledge of relationship between defect type and productivity of parents.
- To identify the difference in efficiency and productivity of the parents according
to the difference of Disability (Autism— Mental Retardation— Physical disabilities ).
Importance of the study :
To illuminate the effect of different disabilities on the productive performance of
parents , as a relatively recent study in psychology . In addition to the difference
of productive efficiency of each of the parents differ according to the type of
disability.
Hypothesis of the study :
-There are differences between the parents of children with different
disabilities in efficiency and productivity .
-There are differences among mothers and fathers of children with
mental retardation and Autism in productive efficiency .
- There are differences between fathers and mothers of disabled children
are physically in the production efficiency .
- There are differences between the parents of Autistic children , and the
children of Mental retardation in efficiency and the productivity .
- There are differences between the parents of Autistic children , and the
children of physical disabilities in productive efficiency .
There are differences between parents of children of Mental retardation
and the parents of children with physical disabilities in productive
efficiency .
The sample of the study :
The study sample consisted of three different disabilities of (110) mother
and father . the sample was divided as follows one of (40) children with
mental retardation is my father's and mother. And the other one is my
father's children with autism (40) mother and father ,and the last one is
my parent of children with impaired physical strength of (30) mother and
father .the reconstruction of the parents with an average age of (37,5)
years ,the children age between (5-15)years. The comparative and
descriptive approach was used to check the validity .

- A measure of the Stanford — Binet intelligence (picture fourth) .the Localization
of Lewis Kamel Malika 1998).
- Childhood autism rating Scale (C.A.R.S).
- The personal profile form (By Researcher ).
Study results:
-There are no statistically significant differences between parents of
children with different disabilities in efficiency and productivity .

- There are no statistically significant differences between fathers
and mothers of of handicapped children's physical productive efficiency .

- There are no statistically significant differences between the parents
of autistic children and the children of mental retardation in efficiency
productivity .

- there are no statistically significant differences between the parents
of autistic children and the children of physical disabilities in efficiency
productivity .

- there are no statistically significant differences between the parents
of children of mental retardation children and physical disabilities in
productive efficiency .
