the criterion of singer to define the suitable months for the human 

comfort and work , it was found the two months of November and 

December are more suitable for work in ELGafara zone . while February 

, march ,April , and September are the most suitable for work in the 

western mountain zone .

The 

prevailing urban style in these two zones was studied . it was suggested 

a special designs to be suitable for the climate of each zone in the light 

of ' Mahony Table ' .
