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This study subject is very important in Andalusian history as this
study focuses on social life with its wide concept of all activities known
by Andalusian Islamic history whether political, constructive, social,
scientific and economic in Granada kingdom in Beni El Ahmar age, thus
this study included both history and civilization.

This study was subdivided to an introduction and five chapters, the
introduction discussed causes of selecting and defining the subject and
displaying the most important sources on which the study depended.

Chapter One was entitled political life in Granada kingdom in the
age of Beni El Ahmar as this chapter discusses Granada's political history
since Islamic conquest and till declaring the kingdom, then its history
during Beni El Ahmar sultans age and its falling at the end with causes.

But Chapter Two is "plans of Granadaand itsmost striking
landmarks in Beni E1 Ahmar age" as its begins with geographic aspect of

Granada, its name, site, administrative subdivision, rivers and mountains
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and its different civilization, landmarks including districts, doors, houses,
places, mosques, bathrooms, walls, towers and tombs.

Where Chapter Three "community elements and classes" discusses
elements of population representing Granada's community, including
Arabs, Berbers, E1 Mowaldon, Christians, Jews, Sakaleba, Ghaz Turks
and finally Mdjnon, social class groups consisting of / Sultan, minister,
territory ruler, clerk, judge, accountant and policeman stating the most
striking persons held this positions and their responsibilities.

Also it discusses the middle class which included the most striking
scientists, authors and poets who, through their scientific efforts, affected
ideological movement in Granada kingdom, and traders, owners and
gentry who contributed in kingdom's economic property, but the public
was the lowest community's class and the most affected by the
surrounding circumstances of wars, sedition, dearth and otherwise.

Where the Chapter Four "woman in Beni El Ahmar age" who lived
in an Islamic community characterized by some morals limiting her
freedom, yet, the Granadan woman enjoyed a considerable freedom as
she participated in celebrating feasts and events as she was a part of
community in all knowledge aspects.

Chapter Five, the last chapter "social customs and traditions"
discussed the most famous food and beverage taken by Granada's people,
then cloths which differ according to seasons, events and professions in
addition to Islamic and Christian feast, forming seasons and the most
striking celebrations and mentioning means of entertainment of music,
signing, promenading, hunting and playing different games.

The study was concluded by the most important results and finally,
